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A balanced plan which addresses resident, public, government and commercial needs:  
 
Proposed cruise terminal 
Metro Station 
A new film studio complex 
Creative artists studios and gallery 
Community arts centre  
Permanent public open space 
Community gardens 
Foreshore access 
A new ferry service to the City West and Circular Quay 
New resident parking 
All vehicles access via James Craig Drive - no access via Balmain 
No resident views affected 
Variable-use open space and vehicle parking areas to accommodate mixed usage 
Built environment made from recycled shipping containers to retain port heritage 
 
 



White Bay Power Station – Balancing Needs 
 
The White Bay Power Station redevelopment should include a range of uses that balance 
community and commercial needs.  A full redevelopment proposal is not the focus of this 
submission but might include: 
 
The Metro station and local shuttle bus interchange, an industrial museum to celebrate the 
power station’s history, artists and artisan galleries to complement the artists studios and 
community arts centre, cafes, restaurants, small shopping centre and supermarket, 
boutique cinema, gymnasium, offices, apartments, open space, markets.   
 
 
 

 
 
 



White Bay Film Studios - Old and New Industry side-by-side 
 
White Bay has a long history as a film location.  The White Bay Film Studios will be a low 
impact creative industrial facility that will create up to 500 on going jobs and bring up to 
$100 million per annum into the local economy. 
 
Once the Metro construction is completed, a long-term peppercorn rental lease can be 
granted and the studios built using private funds, with studio profits split according to 
equity share between the Government and the investors. 
 
The effect on local residents will be minimal, with all traffic accessing the site via James 
Craig Drive, and parking off street.   There will be no access via Balmain / Rozelle.  
Buildings will not interfere with residents’ views.  
 
The buildings are shown in Digital Green, the favoured colour for Computer enhancement 
of film.  This would allow the layout to be used for controlled shooting of street scenes with 
background laid in later by computer.  It would add to the colour and vibrancy of the 
precinct, and create another distinctive landmark for Sydney. 
 
The studios would also be as “Green” as possible, with solar panels returning power to the 
grid, recycled water, and air conditioning using a heat exchange system in the harbour. 
 
 
 
 



Our Maritime Heritage and the Built Environment 
 
The Bays redevelopment provides the opportunity to acknowledge our maritime history, 
and our commitment to recycling and sustainability through the extensive use of recycled 
shipping containers as a building material. 
 
Recycled and re-imagined shipping containers can be used for: the Artists Studios, as 
many of the Film Studio buildings as are practical, cafes in the open space, for shade and 
BBQ facilities, as planter boxes for trees and landscaping, as planters for the community 
gardens, for public toilets, for lookouts, as area delineators for parking and open space, in 
fact for jt about every built structure. 
 
This will create a green tourist attraction, and place Sydney at the forefront of this type of 
urban recycling and redevelopment 
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
